MEMORANDUM FOR ALL SQUADRON 56 CADETS
FROM:  CC
SUBJECT:  Cadet Activity Scholarship
1) In order to make more training and activity opportunities available to the cadets, Squadron 56 is pleased to announce the formation of a Cadet Activity Scholarship.  This letter outlines the provisions of the scholarship as well as the selection criteria and application procedure.
2) The Cadet Activity Scholarship will be awarded twice per year, once in June and once in December.  The scholarship will be a $100 cash payment toward any CAP national, region, or wing level cadet activity.  Two cadets will be eligible to receive the scholarship during each award period.  
3) The scholarship will be awarded to outstanding cadets based on merit.  Need is not a factor in award of the scholarship.  Each cadet who wishes to apply for the scholarship must satisfy the following criteria:
a) Must have current CAP membership and be a cadet in good standing.

b) Must have earned the Wright Brothers Award (Phase I)

c) Must exhibit an above average participation level in squadron activities, including attending unit meetings and other activities.

d) Must participate in one of the following activities outside of CAP within the previous six months of the scholarship.
i) Conduct a CAP recruiting presentation (in uniform) to a non-CAP group.

ii) Participate in a color guard presentation to a non-CAP group (or CAP Wing or higher function)

iii) Conduct an aerospace education presentation (in uniform) to a non-CAP group.

iv) Participate on an actual or training emergency services mission as a trainee working towards an ES specialty rating.
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4) Each cadet applicant should submit an application letter stating their interest in the scholarship and which CAP activity they will use the money towards.  The letter should also include an explanation of how they met the criteria in section 3 above.  Deadlines for the application letter will be announced to the cadets periodically throughout the year.  The deadline will be set by the Deputy Commander for Cadets.
5) The scholarship selection committee will meet and determine which cadet applicants qualify for the award.  Oral interviews will be held by the committee at their discretion for each applicant.  The committee consists of the Squadron Commander, Deputy Commander for Cadets, and one other senior member in Squadron 56.
